Then the head of the family, 
Who was the representative, slew 
the lamb.

The remembrance - Exodus 12:13 
says, "The blood will be a sign for you 
on the houses where you are; and 
when I see the blood, I will pass over 
you.

The Passover sacrifice is to pass over 
from sin to peace – is related to both 
sin offering and peace offering. 
The peace offering always followed 
the sin offering. It is a picture of our 
fellowship with our Lord. All of this is 
typified by the peaceful fellowship 
which the one who partakes of the 
Passover meal experiences. "But if 
we walk in the light, as He is in the 
light, we have fellowship with one 
another, & the blood of Jesus, His 
Son, purifies us from every sin" - 1 
John 1:7. 

Luke 22:19 And he took bread, and 
gave thanks, and brake it, 
and gave unto them, 
saying, This is my body 
which is given for you:

The Passover was not only a 
sacrifice, it was a festive meal. It later 
became the basis of what is known in 
the Law as the "peace offering." The 
peace offering was not an offering 
for peace; it was a meal eaten 
together by people who were at 
peace with one another. Later, in the 
temple days, the peace offering was 
shared with the priests, who 
represented God, and the offerer. It 
became a feast between God and 
man. 
Why do we need to continue to keep 
this feast of passover remembrance 
in todays life? 
Anti-type of the Jewish Passover:   
 
as in verse 8 -"let us celebrate the 
feast with  to remove the  leaven of 
malice and wickedness; but with the 
unleavened bread of sincerity and 
truth 
Referring to old testament law." to 
the Lord's Supper- "Christ our 
Passover hath been sacrificed."  
 
For as often as we receive the Blood 
of the Lord, we proclaim the death of 
the Lord. Who was slain for all, so 
whenever forgiveness of sins is 
granted, we receive the Sacrament 
of His Body, that through His Blood 
there may be remission of sins. The 
connection between the Lord's 
Supper and the Jewish Passover as 
an antitype, is powerful and obvious 
in scripture.

This memorial will strengthen us to 
walk in faith.

breaking of bread is listed among the 
spiritual disciplines of believers – 
they did this steadfastly – not 
mandated on a certain day. 

Acts 2:42 And they continued 
steadfastly in the 
apostles' doctrine and 
fellowship, and in 
breaking of bread, and in 
prayers.  

first day of the week – was one of 
the days when they CAME together 
to break bread, due to the reason 

that Paul had to depart the next day. 
(First day of the week is usually 

Saturday evening after the Sabbath 
rest,  God said “from even unto even, 
shall ye celebrate your sabbath.” -Lev 
23:32, that is Friday 6pm to Saturday 

6pm, so next week starts evening 
6pm on Saturday. 

Genesis 1:5 - shows how Gods see’s a 
day -  counting of time, “evening 
(night) and morning (day) is one 
“day” counted sunset to sunset. The 
same God taught them how to

calculate days and months when 
consecrating a Sabbath day for them 
during Moses time– again sunset to 
sunset. This effects all other relevant 
statements in Bible. 
 
They started at start of the first day – 
means early evening, for a long 
speech till night sleeping hour, that 
one man fell down from the window.
English Translation and our customs 
are different from Jewish life. We 
usually confuse with our Georgian 
calendar life style and forget about 
God’s standards put in their lives. We 
need to read the Greek version of 
the Bible to understand this better – 
even English lost its true worth. 
 
No matter what -  the day of coming 
together is not mandated nor is it 
important to break bread as a 
congregation on one special day – 
but all days or any dat.    See below 
comments on 1Cor. 11 -that Paul 
tells the Corinthians that they are 
not to come together for an ordinary 
meal - i.e. if they are hungry they 
should eat at home. That by itself 
proves that they were coming more 
frequently than the weekly meetings 
– where they came thinking they 
could  eat in large amounts. 

Day, and the darkness he 
called Night.

Paul is quoting the words of the Lord 
himself. The phrase "as often" 
indicates that the frequency of 
partaking of the bread and wine is 
flexible. Coming together as a body 
to do this is an important point of 
meditation not only on the 
commitment we made personally to 
Christ when we were baptized and 
also participated symbolically in the 
Lord's death and resurrection but 
that we are doing so together in 
fellowship with a like-minded 
community.  We find the true 
meaning of the Lord's sacrifice in our 
willingness to serve our brothers and 
sisters as he did. 

I Corinth 
11:23-26 

23 For I received from 
the Lord that which I also 
delivered to you: that the 
Lord Jesus on the same 
night in which He was 
betrayed took bread; 24  
and when He had given 
thanks, He broke it and 
said, "Take, eat; this is My 
body which is broken for 
you; do this in 
remembrance of Me."

In the same manner He 
also took the cup after 
supper, saying, "This cup 
is the new covenant in 
My blood. This do, as 
often as you drink it, in 
remembrance of Me."

If the bread and wine is not taken in 
symbolic manner – then we are in 
trouble  for using leavened bread 
during partaking of bread in todays 
world  - It is utterly unthinkable that 
any leavened bread would be even in 
the room, let alone eaten by Jesus in 
direct violation of the Law of Moses. 
Ex 12:18-20; 34:25 

 
 Jesus instituted communion during 
the days of unleavened bread and 
the upper room was prepared 
specifically for the feast of 
unleavened bread which would 
require the removal of all leaven 
including leavened bread and 
leavened wine.  

The juice is never referred to as wine 
(oinos) but fruit of the vine, or grape 
juice. Jesus did not use leavened 
bread or leavened grape juice (wine).  
Obviously then grape juice that has 
no yeast added. There is no evidence 
of fermentation from the Greek. It 
also cannot be proven to be wine 
with yeast from the Greek.

symbolizes I Cor 5:8 – there is no 
prominence in the material we eat to 
affect the validity of the 
consecration, but our internal 
behavior of leaven  does – God does 
not accept a person with bad 
attitude or  cold heart to offer sin 
and peace offering. He wants to see 
a loving heart. 
 
So what is Partaking of bread and 
wine – it is a feast by an ordinance to 
be kept forever in all generation. 
It is a memorial or remembrance of 
God’s deliverance. 
 
We worship God for many reasons – 
and one of the greatest reason to 
worship God  is the Passover from 
hell to heaven – usually done once a 
year. But now we celebrate this 
memorial as often as possible.  
 
Worshipping God needs to be done 
in every activity of our life, 
remembering the Passover lamb – 
Lord Jesus need to be done 
frequently to uphold our integrity of 
our sinful nature which reminds us 
that we belong to God and helps us 
to not to profane our life with evil 
deeds. 
 
People usually confuse between 
worship and memorial remembrance 
of the Passover lamb. 
We were made to worship God and 
live for his glory. 
 
Just as the Hebrews would offer a

sacrifice, be cleansed, and again 
enter God’s presence. So, we too 
have a sacrifice. Christ has died as 
our atoning sacrifice, his blood has 
been spilt so we can be cleansed and 
again enter God’s presence. 
 
Maybe we haven’t focused on God 
until right now. Maybe we haven’t 
been honest about our sin or 
struggles but now because of Christ 
we see that we are free to own our 
sin and are cleansed. Now is the time 
to worship. Then we stand together 
as a Church (a gathering of people) 
to give God the praise HE deserves. ( 
We can worship God in the morning, 
afternoon, evening, every minute of 
our life) 
BUT, God will not accept our worship 
if we are not cleansed by the blood 
of the lamb. 
 
There is no use remembering Lord 
Jesus death and resurrection and not 
honoring God by worshiping HIM 
with our lives and our words.  
GOD expects us to WORSHIP Him.  
We read in Romans 14:23, "For 
whatever is not from faith is sin." If 
our worship is not "by faith" – as 
proved in Hebrews on all Hero’s of 
Faith in old testament - , that is it is 
not "by the word of God", then it "is 
sin". It will also be rejected just like 
Cain's. It is a very serious matter if 
God rejects our worship.  
 
We lost its purity with Adam’s sin – 
temporary redemption via offering 



 

 

by faith, we got it back permanently 
via our faith in Lord Jesus 
redemption. So we need to keep the 
ordinance of God because, we are 
created to WORSHIP GOD.

PUT – means place or set it -  Then the priests 
are instructed to “set it down before the 
LORD your God and worship before the LORD 
your God” -Deut 26:10. This word translated 
as put or place or set or even deposit is not 
the normal everyday word but one that often 
carries the idea of putting something in the 
presence of God. 

Dress it  & keep it– means work or serve God - 
Working and keeping are two words that are 
often used to describe the work of the Levites 
and priests in the tabernacle and temple. To 
work can also mean to minister and most of 
the time it means to serve (Num 4:23, 24, 26, 
30, 37, 41, 47). So we get the idea that Adam 
was created to minister, to serve, or to do the 
work God had given him. 

Four times the words work and keep occur 
together in the book of Numbers and every 
time it describe the work of the priests   Here 
is the point: Adam and Eve had a priestly 
function in the Garden. They were not just 
working to pass the time or fill their bellies. 
They were serving, working, ministering, 
keeping, tending, and obeying. They did all in 
full faith to God, till the day,  they felt the 



words of the devil was more important than 
God. 
 
The offering given by Cain & Abel – though 
not called worship in direct terms were an act 
of thanks giving worship to God – Hebrews 
proves - "By faith Abel offered to God a more 
excellent sacrifice than Cain." Notice Abel 
offered his sacrifice "by faith" but Cain did 
not.  So without faith we cannot worship God 
with our life or words.
