THE BEGINNING: Believers Relief Trust (BRT) has commenced its
ministry forty-three years ago, initiated by the YMEF members who
were enlightened and burdened by the Holy Spirit of God for the
benefit of poorand needy brethren. The Trust was formed on 15t May
1979 when responsible brethren gathered together on this date at
Kottayam and started functioning after receiving its registration
under Travancore-Cochin Literary, Scientific and Charitable Societies’
Registration Act Xl in 1955.

OBJECTIVE: The objective of this ministry is to give a helping hand,
by providing financial assistance to those who are financially bur-
dened, especially in the brethren community, regarding their medical
treatment, marriage of daughters, education, housing and its mainte-
nance, livelihood of poor widows and others financially hard-pressed,
and those suffering due to natural calamities and pandemics, thus
demonstrating the love of God in a practical way.

MODE OF FUNCTIONING: The Trust is functioning in accordance
with the decisions made by the General Body which presently has 52
brethren of Christian faith and goodwill, represented from all the dis-
tricts in Kerala and a Governing Body of 12 members, elected from
the General Body from time to time. Relief funds are sanctioned in
the Governing Body meetings. Financial activities of BRT are subject
to external audit and government regulations and is approved for
Income Tax exemption and Foreign Currency Remittances under rele-
vant statutory laws.

SOURCE OF INCOME: The ministry of BRT is run purely by the freewill
offerings of Brethren believers' world-wide, from assemblies/church-
es, individuals, Christian institutions and fellowships.

OFFICE: The Registered office of the Believers Relief Trust isin 15 Press
Road, Ernakulam and very recently, has built its own Administration
office is in Kumbanad and now functions from there, Bro. Samkutty
George, Adoor and Bro O.T. Cherian Pathanamthitta are currently
serving as Secretary and Joint Secretary respectively.
